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RULES AND GUIDELINES FOR
THE CONFERENCE NOMINATING COMMITTEE

A.

1. That the Peninsula Conference again record its faith in the Principle of Rotation and
adherence to the provisions of the Book of Discipline of The United Methodist Church.

2. That the Nominating Committee be composed of the Cabinet, the Conference Lay
Leader, the Lay Leader of each District, a representative selected by the United Methodist
Women Executive Committee, the District Presidents of the United Methodist Women, a
youth selected by the Conference Youth Council, one minister under appointment from each
District to be elected for a quadrennium by the respective District Ministerium, and the
Conference Council Director.

3. That, since the quadrennial system is an established part of Methodist economy, all
members of boards, commissions, and committees shall be elected for a quadrennium
unless restricted by discipline, charter, or other legal requirements. In the event of such
legal restrictions, the Principle of Rotation is still to be observed.

4. That no member of any board, committee, or commission shall serve more than two
consecutive quadrennia on said board, committee or commission and shall be ineligible to
be re-elected until after one quadrennium has elapsed, except members of boards,

5. That no member of the conference, lay or ministerial, shall serve on more than two
boards, commissions, or committees concurrently. Ex-officio membership on conference
boards or agencies shall not count toward the total of two unless such membership exceeds
two. In cases where a member is an ex-officio member on more than two boards or
agencies, all excess of two shall count toward the total of two. The following shall not be

counted in the above total; district committees or

Nominating Committee is to request the courtesy of the bishop to inform them as to those
persons who will be named to the Board of Ministry, in order to assist the Nominating
Committee in equal distribution of responsibility on the part of the conference ministry
members. The Nominating Committee will consider membership on the Board of Ministry
as one of two memberships permitted to each minister.

6. That ministerial membersh
imited to active full-ti

7. That an age limit of 72 shall be established for both ministers and laymen. If a
ministerial member shall retire before the age of 72, he shall then relinquish his privilege to
serve on conference boards and agencies.
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8. That a conscientious effort shall be made to distribute membership geographically. No
ixed number shall be assigned, however, to any one district, since this could become
artificial and impractical.

9. That the Cabinet select only one representative from the Cabinet to serve on a
conference board and all the divisions of that board, and one cabinet representative each on
all other support agencies except where the Discipline states otherwise.

10. That failure to attend the particular board or agency to which one is assigned for at
least one called meeting during the year, without written explanation or statement of
intended activity to the chairperson of that board or agency, one will be subject to automatic
removal in the next nominating committee’s report. A report of the board or agency
chairperson to the secretary of the Conference Nominating Committee by March 1st will
include the attendance record of his board, committee or agency.

quadrennium.

12. That the date of election to any board, commission or committee be clearly indicated
in the Journal.

13. That in every case a nominee to any board, commission, or committee shall be
notified before his name is placed before the Conference.

14. That quadrennial boards shall have two even classes; triennial boards shall have
three evenly divided classes.

15. That, recognizing again the belief in the principle of rotation in order to involve
greater leadership, all district committees and officers shall be elected to two year terms
with a maximum of four years, and persons shall be ineligible for re-election until after a
two-year term has elapsed.

B.
Concerning the Nominating Committee, its report and the securing of talent:

1. That the report of the Nominating Committee at the Annual Conference session will
reflect a complete adherence to all the guidelines established by the Annual Conference.

2. That new nominations shall be circulated prior to the Annual Conference session with
the pre-conference reports.

3. That forms shall be circulated for both ministers and laymen in local churches to
indicate areas of interest, thus creating a Talent Bank. In addition, the same form shall be
sent to members of the Cabinet, Board of Laity, Conference United Methodist Women,
Executive Committee, and Conference Youth Council in order to obtain names that might
otherwise be overlooked. These forms shall be returned to the secretary of the Conference
Nominating Committee.

4. That a complete file of all ministers in the Conference should be kept indicating where
each man is serving in terms of conference boards and agencies. Laymen should likewise be
listed on a similar file. A third file would be divided between ministers and laymen as part of
the Conference Talent Bank.
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5. That a minimum of four meetings per year should be held by the Nominating
Committee (it may be advisable that the committee meet more often, since its influence is
so broad; whenever the committee approaches a new quadrennium, this latter need for
additional meetings may be more evident).

6. That the above adopted guidelines for the Nominating Committee of the Annual
Conference shall become a printed part of its report at each Annual Conference session.

7. That at the beginning of a new quadrennium a complete and open look at membership
on all boards and agencies shall be initiated by the Conference Nominating Committee and
all personnel shall be eligible for re-alignment in accordance with A-5.

Miscellaneous
1. That the council director, associate council directors, the home administrators, not be

elected to boards and agencies under the conference rotation system but serve only as
ex-officio where assigned by the council director.

2. That two (2) high school youth (preferably 10th and 11th grades) shall be ex-officio
members of the following boards: Commission on Ecumenical and Interreligious Affairs,
Board of Education, Board of Evangelism, Board of Health and Welfare Ministries, Board
of Missions, Board of Church and Society, Commission on Enlistment for Church
Occupations, Commission on Worship, Conference Council on Ministries, Board of the
Laity, Conference Nominating Committee, and Committee on Conference Arrangements.
These shall be selected by the Conference Youth Council each year.

3. That a Rules Committee and a Committee on Journal shall be appointed by the Council
on Ministries. ’

. ferel of 2,237 individual persons in this Sacra f i
which signifies God’s acceptance and His gift of new life. S

During the memorial service earlier, we were reminded that not all of our work has been

accomplished in a setting of happiness. Though we may rejoice at the time of death of a
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faithful child of God, there is also sorrow. During the year there were many calls to comfort
the sick and the dying and to bear up the bereaved. During 1976 we were called 1,227 times to
minister at the time of death of members of the United Methodist Church.

In the year covered by this report, we touched 101,516 persons from our pulpits, in the
church school, by letter, in visits to the homes, at the hospitals and nursing homes, at the
funeral home, at weddings, at places of business, by telephone and through prayer. When
we consider that in the Wesley tradition, United Methodist Ministers are sent not just to the
church members of a church or a charge but also to the community in which our church or
charge is located, we may have touched more than 200,000 persons. We do weddings for
persons who are not members of our church, and funerals. We speak and pray at service
clubs, graduation events and our Bishop and District Superintendents range far and wide —
even to distant lands — and our influence reaches many more than this full report indicates.

When you see these figures clothed with flesh and blood, with crying and rejoicing, with
loving and caring, with hoping and dreaming, you can understand why the Arrangements
Committee wanted this report early in the Conference session. I hope this will encourage
you to set goals for yourselves so that next year our reports will reflect an even more
positive approach to our tasks and that our reporting will be a time of rejoicing.

Before I leave this spot, let me point to several things that you might be interested to know
but might not have the time to dig out of the report that will be printed in the Journal. The
first part of this report has been positive, but here in the last few items you will hear a
negative thought or two.

. The year 1976 was our nations bicentennial year and it is fitting that the number 1776
should turn up in the report of one of the local churches. One church on the Salisbury-
District ended the year with a debt in column 30 in the amount of $1776.

. The average attendance figure in column 10 means that only 37% of our United Methodist
people were at Sunday Morning Worship during the year.

. There is a decrease in Confessions of Faith and Restored — four less than last year. This
means that 183 churches did not report a single confession of faith. Thirty-six percent of
our churches did not participate in the joy of sharing the New Birth experience with
another person for the very first time.

. Let’s face it; we are not great record keepers or mathematicians. We did not count all
the mistakes on your reports, but of the 507 churches reporting (two churches did not
report), 134 were incorrect in the first 9 lines. This amounts to 26% or one in every four
reports being prepared incorrectly. The greatest number of mistakes were in line
number 1 where you did not follow instructions and enter the church’s membership for
the previous year. Ninety-eight letters and eight telephone calls were made to get reports
and to make corrections (not including the mistakes in line 1 through9).

. Statistical reports for each local church have been forwarded to the printer.

. I express thanks to Randy E. Marvel for his help in compiling the reports and in
preparing the report you have in your hands today.

The statistical report is found in the proper section of the Journal.

WESLEY CHAPEL OFFERING: Bishop Mathews announced that $617.75 was the
offering for Wesley Chapel restoration fund. He commended the conference for their
interest and support.

Bishop James K. Mathews called the Peninsula Annual Conference to order and
the Covenant Players, following an introduction by Mrs. Donna Baker, led the worship.
Bishop Mathews thanked the Covenant Players, Taylor Harvey, Conference organist, and
Dr. Joseph Bethea for his address as part of the Commission on Religion and Race program.

The check
was $5,319.33.

He brought greetings and asked the
Conference members for their support in his coping with human problems. The Bishop led
the Conference in prayer for Governor duPont.

(The vote is
recorded following each Amendment).
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REPORT ON THE PENSIONS’ CRUSDADE: Mr. Robert Powrie made the following
report:

The Peninsula Conference Pension Crusdade was initiated with two main goals; to help us
provide for the future of our retired ministers, their spouses and dependents. It also will
give oncoming generations of ministers the hope of financial security in their own retire-
ment and the assurance of being able to approach the sunset years of life feeling the
necessities of life will be met. For these causes we set out to obtain a net of $1,500,000 during
the next three years, beginning June 1, 1977.

The Peninsula Conference can once more be proud of its accomplishments in accepting a
challenge and carrying it through to a successful conclusion. The response to meeting most
of the fair share goal for the Pension Crusade has been an outstanding success.

You have in your folders the so-called final report on the acceptances of $1,648,918.49 but
we are pleased to report that additional acceptances are continuing to come in and we are
now over $1,650,000. We also anticipate that some of the areas that were hard hit by last
winter’s weather and had an uncertain economic future will recover and be able to
participate at a later date.

Let me recall a little history of our pension program. Before September of 1974 the
Conference pension committee had been studying various alternatives to paying pension
obligations on some basis other than on a current income basis. Under that system
approximately 83% of the pension liability had come from apportionments, and 17% from
endowment money. In the fall of 1974 a Conference Committee to Study Pension Funding
was set up under the leadership of Reverend William H. Revelle, Jr. This committee
explored all the possible alternatives and recommended to the 1975 Annual Conference that
the Peninsula Conference enter the Ministers’ Reserve Pension Fund administered by the
General Board of Pensions. The program would fully fund all ministers’ pensions after 30
years of participation with an initial deposit of $1,400,000 by the Conference Board of
Pensions from its endowment account. By unanimous vote of the Annual Conference they
approved entering the Ministers’ Reserve Pension Fund onJanuary 1, 1977.

They also voted to establish a steering committee to make recommendations to the 1976
Conference to raise additional funds to reduce the future pension portion of our Annual
Conference Budget. Many plans and ideas were pursued culminating in a proposal for a
Pension Fund Crusade to be conducted under the leadership of the Office of Finance and
Field Service, National Division of the Board of Global Ministries. At the session of the
Peninsula Annual Conference in May of 1976, it was unanimously voted to conduct a Pension
Fund Crusade to net $1,500,000 over 3 years beginning June 1, 1977.

Dr. Maurice Winn was assigned from the Office of Finance and Field Service to supply
leadership to our Crusade. Unfortunately after working with us for a few months to set up
the program Dr. Winn became ill and died in December 1976. This caused us some setback
in our schedule but Dr. Frank Countryman, Director of the Office of Finance and Field
Service was able to supply us with Dr. Forrest Hedden, whom many of you have met, and he
stepped in and has been outstanding in supplying us with the leadership to carry out our
successful crusade. In addition, Jean Middleton was added to the Crusade staff and
provided us with excellent support in reaching our goals.

Now the first challenge has been met and our next challenge is to complete our fund
raising campaigns and follow up to complete and hopefully oversubscribe our fair share
goals which most of us have accepted. We have already received over $35,000 at the
Conference office from several different churches’ commitments and these have been used
to pay our expenses of about $15,000 to date and the balance on the service fee of $45,000. The
results of Personal Gifts Solicitation in many churches has been exceptional having gone
well beyond their Fair Share Goals.

We of the Conference Crusade Committee appreciate your confidence in continuing our
Committee for the important follow-up work to assure a successful conclusion of your
Crusade. We pledge that we will work closely with you and keep you well informed on the
progress of the Crusade.
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In closipg lgt me add a personal note of how proud I am to be a Methodist and particularly
a Methodist in the Peninsula Conference. It has been a real pleasure and a deep Christian

experience to meet the dedicated and wonderful people in all four districts of our
Conference.

Articles Of Incorporation
Peninsula United Methodist Foundation, Inc.

FIRST: That pursuant to action of the Peninsula Annual Conference of The United
Methodist Church in regular session assembled on the_day of May, 1977, the
undersigned whose post office address
is Maryland, and_____ whose post office
address is 4 Delaware (Maryland), all being at least
twenty-one years of age, do hereby form a corporation under the laws of the State of
Delaware, with the intent that said corporation shall also become domesticated and be
equally effective as a corporation also doing business in the State of Maryland.

SECOND: The name of the corporation, hereinafter referred to as the “Corporation,”’
shall be:

Peninsula United Methodist Foundation, Inc.

THIRD: The purpose for which the Corporation is formed, and the objects to be carried on
and promoted by it are as follows:

1. Toreceive, hold, and manage funds, securities, and other properties for itself and local
United Methodist Churches, agencies, and organizations within the bounds of the Peninsula
Annual Conference of The United Methodist Church.

2. To give investment management assistance, and provide custodial care for securities,
funds and properties of local United Methodist churches, agencies and organizations within
the bounds of the Peninsula Annual Conference of The United Methodist Church.

3. To distribute funds as directed by the donor or as recommended by the Board of
Directors and approved by the Peninsula Annual Conference of The United Methodist
Church.

4. Touse its funds exclusively for religious, charitable, scientific, literary or educational
purposes, so that no part thereof shall inure to the benefit of any member or individual
having a personal and private interest in the activities of the Corporation; and to make any
gift or gifts to other corporations or associations organized and operated exclusively for
religious, charitable, scientific, literary or educational purposes, no part of the net income
of which inures to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual having a personal or
private interest in the activities of the Corporation.

5. Tomaintain a fund or funds, and apply the income and principal thereof to promote the
general welfare of United Methodist Churches, United Methodist agencies and
organizations within the bounds of the Peninsula Annual Conference of The United
Methodist Church.

6. Toreceive, and maintain a fund or funds, and to apply the income and principal thereof
to the promotion of the purposes hereinbefore set out and to use as means to those ends,
research, publication, the employment of experts and the establishment and maintenance
of committees, offices, and agencies and other means which, from time to time, shall be
deemed advisable and expedient.

7. To take and hold by bequest, devise, gift, purchase or lease, either absolutely or in
trust, for any of its purposes, any property real or personal, without limitation as to amount,
or value, to convey such property and to invest and reinvest the proceeds from any such
property, and any increase or income therefrom, in such manner as in the judgment of its
directors will best promote its objects.

8. To purchase or otherwise acquire, to hold, use, mortgage, pledge, lease, sell, assign or
transfer, or otherwise dispose of real and personal property of every class or description,
and in particular lands, buildings, mortgages, shares, stocks, debentures, securities,
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concessions, policies, book debts and claims and any interest in real or personal property as
may be necessary for investment and for the use, maintenance, or purposes of the
Corporation.

9. Inpursuance of and not in limitation of the objects hereinabove set forth, it is expressly

provided that this Corporation shall also have power to do all such acts as are necessary or
i einabove set forth, to the same extent as any natural
‘ S are not forbidden by law or by these articles of

incorporation, by the By-laws, or by the Discipline of The United Methodist Church.

10. No part of the activities of this Corporation shall be the carrying on of propaganda or
otherwise attempting to influence legislation, or the participation in any political campaign
on behalf of any candidate for public office, nor any other activity which would not qualify
this Corporation as a tax exempt entity by the Internal Revenue Service of the United States
of America and under the laws of Delaware and Maryland.

11. To have officers and promote and carry out its objects within or without the States of
Delaware and Maryland.

Article I. - Purposes
The purposes of the Corporation are as stated in its Certification of Incorporation.

Article II. - Members

The members of the Corporation shall be those persons who are from time to time elected
by the Annual Conference of the Peninsula Conference of The United Methodist Church to
serve as directors of the Corporation.

ArticleIV. - Board Of Directors
Section 1 - General Powers

The affairs of the Corporation shall be managed by its Board of Directors.
Section 2 - Tenure And Qualifications

Each member of the Corporation shall also serve as a director of the Corporation during
such period as said person is a member.
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Section 3 - Regular Meeting

The regular meeting of the Board of Directors shall be the annual meeting of the
members.
Section 4 - Special Meetings

Special meetings of the Board of Directors shall be called by or at the request of the
President, Vice President, or two or more of the Directors. The person or persons
authorized to call special meetings of the Board may fix any place in the States of Delaware
or Maryland as the place for holding such special meeting.
Section 5 - Notice

Notice of any special meeting of the Board of Directors shall be given at least two days
previously thereto by notice personally, or given by mail, telegram or telephone, to each
Director at his address as shown by the records of the Corporation. Neither the business to
be transacted at nor the purpose of any special meeting may be specified in the notice of
waiver of notice of said meeting unless specifically required by law.
Section 6 - Quorum

A majority of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of
business at any meeting of the Board of Directors provided that if less than a majority of the
Board of Directors are present at said meetings, a majority of the Directors present may
adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice.
Section 7 - Compensation

Directors shall not receive compensation for their services.

Article V. - Officers

Section 1 - Officers
The officers of the Corporation shall be a President, Vice President, Secretary and
Treasurer. In the absence of the President, or Vice President, the Directors can select a
President pro tempore. The Board of Directors may elect more than one Vice President.
Section 2 - Duties of Officers
The duties of the officers shall be such as usually attached to such offices and in addition
thereto such further duties as may be designated from time to time by the Board of
Directors.
Section 3 - Executive Director
The Foundation may employ an Executive Director and such Executive Director shall be
elected by the Board of Directors for such period of time as the Board deems appropriate;
however, the Board shall not have authority to contract with an Executive Director for a
period exceeding the remaining term of office of a majority of the members of the Board.
The Executive Director shall have the following duties:
(a) To perform any duty authorized by the Board of Directors:
(b) To exercise the powers generally pertaining to the office of the Executive Director,
and
(¢) To be responsible for the employment of such other officers and employees as he
determines are needed from time to time to assist in carrying out the purposes of the
Corporation.

Article VI. Committees

Section 1 - Standing Committees
The President, within one month after his election, shall make appointments to all
appointive committees and the chairman of each such committee from the membership of
the Board of Directors. In addition to the standing committees hereinafter established the
President may appoint special committees, as the need arises. The Standing Committees
shall be as follows:
A. Administration and Finance Committee.
(1) This committee shall recommend to the Board of Directors the qualifications for

The Board of Directors shall provide a corporate seal which shall be in the form of a circle
and shall have thereon the name of the Corporation.

Article X. - Amendments To By-Laws

These By-Laws may be altered, amended or repealed, and new By-Laws may be adopted
by two-thirds of the members provided that at least ten days written notice is given of the
intention to alter, amend or repeal or to adopt new By-Laws at such meeting. However, By-
Laws may not be adopted which conflict with the authority granted the Board of Directors
by the Peninsula Annual Conference of The United Methodist Church.

And they are recommended for the Peninsula United Methodist Foundation, Inc. with the
following amendments:

a. The SIXTH Article of Incorporation (page 84) should be amended following the words
“plus the Bishop assigned to the area in which the Peninsula Annual Conference is
located and District Superintendent representing the Cabinet who shall serve as ex-
officio members of the Board and ex-officio member without vote from each of the
Conference agencies which employs a Development Officer or Department.”

. The SIXTH Article of Incorporation (page 85) should be further amended following
the line ““Three directors shall be elected for a term of three years” by adding: ‘“Each
conference agency which employs a Development Officer or maintains a
Development Office may nominate the member to serve as a Director ex-officio
without vote to represent that agency. Such nomination shall be given to the
Conference Committee on Nominations and presented to the Annual Conference for
election.

Conference concurred with the recommendation.

Resolution - RECITALS:

In 1966 the Conference approved a method of apportionment based on net expenditures of
the charge, effective May 1, 1967, at a factor of 45% with the expressed hope ‘‘that, if
possible, the percentage factor once established, would remain constant each year.”
Actually this was raised the next year to 49%, where it has remained. This method of
apportionment was conceived as providing equality between charges because it was
believed these expenditures represented a common denominator, what each church was
willing to spend on itself and its own program. In point of fact, it is not a common
denominator. The reason for this is manifest upon examination of facts: the amount of fuel
required to heat a given number of cubic feet to a given temperature will
vary from building to building depending upon the style of construction of the building,
whether it is a new or old building, the amount of insulation, and the efficiency of its heating
plant. Consumption of an equal number of kilowatt hours of electrical energy will vary in
cost because the rate structures of Delmarva Power and Light Company of Maryland,
Delmarva Power and Light Company (Delaware), Choptank Electric Cooperative, Inc.,
Delaware Electric Cooperative, Inc., and various municipalities supplying electrical
energy are not identical. The cost per $100 of fire insurance will vary dependent upon
whether a building is located in a rural area, a municipality with an approved volunteer fire
department, or a city such as Wilmin i

’

companies dependent upon the location of the telephone. It thus would appear that the only
logical common denominator is the salary paid to pastors, associate pastors, and fringe
benefits for pastors and associate pastors.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by Peninsula Annual Conference that the
Council on Finance and Administration be, and it is hereby directed to study the current
apportionment system and to present a plan to the 1978 session of Peninsula Annual
Conference which will implement a true common denominator.

SPECIAL PRIVILEGE: Bishop Mathews called upon the chairperson of the Division of
Evangelism, Reverend Everett C. Isaacs who presented to the Conference ‘“‘Showing and
Telling the Good News, a Handbook for Evangelism 1976-1980.”” The book was distributed to
all members present. It has been written and prepared by the clergy and laity of the
Washington Area. The Bishop asked that the District Superintendents have this as part of
their Charge Conferences this fall. Also the Conference Council on Ministries will work with
this and bring it to life; to see the words become flesh. Reverend Isaacs then called on Mrs.
Mildred White, Lay Member and President of the United Methodist Women of Whatcoat
United Methodist Church, Dover, Delaware, and Mr. Francis Turpin, Lay Leader of the
Easton District who spoke on evangelism. Reverend Isaacs addressed the Conference.

REPORT ON THE CONSULTATION ON THE ETHNIC MINORITY LOCAL CHURCH:
Reverend Felton E. May and Ms. Lowan Pitts made the presentation. Ms. Pitts made the
following evaluation report on the 10 year merger study before making the Report on the
Consultation. The following is the first year evaluation report on the 10 year merger study.

Commission On Religion And Race
First Year Evaluation Report On The Ten Y ear Merger Study

At the 1975 session of Annual Conference, the Conference Commission on Religion and
Race presented the final report of “The Ten-Year Merger Study.” As an outgrowth of that
report, twelve recommendations were approved by the Conference to address the findings
of the merger study. These recommendations were referred to the Council on Ministries for
implementation, and the Commission on Religion and Race had the responsibility for
monitoring the progress of these recommendations.
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Methodology

A questionnaire was sent to the Conference Boards and Agencies assigned the
responsibility for implementing specific recommendations asking for responses to four
questions:

1)  What efforts were made by your Commission/Committee to implement this
recommendation during 1976?
What progress has been made?
What difficulties have been encountered?
What plans do you have for 1977?

Responses to the questionnaire were returned by the Division of Evangelism, the Division
of Missions, the District Board of Church and Society, the Division of Human Relations, the
Cabinet, United Methodist Women, Wesley College, and the Board of Discipleship.

Social Contacts — 1975 Conference Journal, page 122

All agencies reporting indicated that efforts were made in this area a) having persons in
both races to participate in programs presented by the reporting board or agency; b)
traveling and rooming together for overnight meetings; c¢) promotion of human relations
Sunday; and d) more informal contacts between official meetings.

The boards and agencies reporting indicated they felt that some progress was being made
and no difficulties were reported.

Plans for the future include continuing present efforts, and the Division of Human
Relations reported plans to hold an Afro-American Heritage Seminar, which they hope will
help both white and black pastors and laity. The Board of Discipleship reported that they
are attempting to develop plans for enabling persons to become more involved in meeting
total community needs, both black and white.

Business Meetings — 1977 Conference Journal, page121

All the agencies reporting indicated some efforts towards implementing this
recommendation. The efforts included a) providing more opportunities to know each other
and b) scheduling of at least one all day retreat at the Drayton Center to provide adequate
time to get to know each other.

Difficulties encountered included lack of time and poor attendance at meetings.

Future plans by those groups reporting include continuing the efforts started thus far,
including planning at least one retreat session at Drayton.

Confront Attitudes Of Hatred, Prejudice, And Separation In Both Races, Conference
Journal, page 121

Efforts towards implementing this recommendation includes a) the Division of
Evangelism hold seminars on John Wesley’s theological foundations for Evangelism and
the relationship to social ethics and b) United Methodist Women reported they used persons
of both races in evening program or meeting and arranged small group discussions with
interracial groups; also ¢) other efforts included encouraging the expression of all attitudes
towards an issue and then having the group reflect on how they felt black or white members
might be affected.

Progress — All groups reporting felt some progress had been made.

A summary of the difficulties encountered included a) none from some groups to b)
insufficient time during meetings to adequately address the problem, c) occasional refusal
of some members to participate, and d) to poor attendance and lack of interest on part of
some to the seminars presented.

Plans For 1977

All groups reporting indicated plans to continue present efforts. Additional specific plans
under consideration include a) the development of district committees involving local
church members to participate in workshops on “How to impact local committees.” It is
hoped by the planning group that these experiences would provide the opportunity for
confronting negative attitudes.

Church Membership — 1975 Conference Journal, pagel119

The Division of Missions reported financial support in the amount of $1500 for the

improvement of black parsonages during 1976, and the Cabinet reported that they have
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sought and will continue to seek to implement the recommendation. Difficulties reported
are that personnel problems are interfering with effective implementation.

Plans for 1977 include the provision of $4,000 for one church on the Easton district for
parsonage renovation. The Board of Missions also reported plans to continue to support
renovation of parsonages as one means of obtaining the best black pastoral leadership
possible.

Membership Growth

The Cabinet reported as follows: 1) efforts have been made in every area outlined in this
recommendation. Difficulties encountered include need for more study and additional data
before specific plans can be developed for implementation of some parts of their
recommendation. Where necessary, alternative styles are being explored to meet the need
cited in the recommendations.

The Division of Missions reported as follows: a) the Division assumed a $128,500 loan for
Mt. Joy Church, Wilmington, Delaware. Payment of this loan will be a priority for the
Division to 1991.

Inadequate Buildings — Conference Journal, page 120

The Board of Missions reported that during 1976 a committee on church extension and
congregational development was organized and has been made aware of this
recommendation. Future plans include a conference wide survey of church extension and
congregational development needs.

Recruitment of Ministers — Conference J ournal, page 120

The Cabinet reported that they have broached to the Executive Committee of the Board of
Ordained Ministry that it is their belief that the ability to do such recruiting in this Annual
Conference is mandatory at this time in history.

The Cabinet has not begun efforts yet to implement recommendations to, which is to train
White ministers to serve as pastors to black congregations. The Cabinet has begun to
explore the recommendation to recognize rural churches to larger parishes with
conferences members as directors with staffs of part-time and full-time lay pastors,
augmented by lay speakers and local preachers. One difficulty the Cabinet has experienced
has been that they have been thwarted by personnel difficulties.

Ethnic Minority Local Church Development Consultation Report
Presented to Peninsula Annual Conference
Introduction

The 1976 General Conference of The United Methodist Missional Priorities: Evangelism,
World Hunger and Ethnic Local Church Development. All three are related. All three are
urgent. At many levels the whole church has moved to implement these priorities.

The Peninsula Annual Conference is particularly ready to move forward with regard to
Ethnic Local Church Development. It has a significant number of black members and
predominantly black churches. Moreover, a comprehensive study of ten years of merger of
the Delaware Conference with the Peninsula Conference has been made. The need is clear
and present.

In the United States The United Methodist Church is the only main-line denomination with
considerable numbers of ethnic minorities as a part of its constituency. This is true of
Blacks, Hispanics, Native Americans and Asian Americans. The Church as the Body of
Christ must be inclusive. The United Methodist Church therefore, has both an opportunity
and an obligation to be the church in an inclusive way. This is a task which it must assume
on behalf of the Church Universal. And it must be developed at the local level.

April 29-30, 1977 will long be remembered by those who attended a consultation on Ethnic
Local Church Development, held at Wesley College, Dover. A little over one hundred were
expected. Nearly two hundred gathered for the opening session. Everybody participated. It
was a united laity-clergy experience.
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The gathering convened not to be told by experts what local church development was. No,
the traffic was in the opposite direction! Collectively they knew. Cooperatively they shared
their insights as to the practical vision of where the local churches should move. They
discerned the barriers or road-blocks to such development. They devised concrete
proposals to remove those barriers so that the local church could move forward in every
way. They defined concretely what local church development is: recruitment, training,
outreach in evangelism and community service, improvement of church and parsonage
property, cultivation of the inner life of prayer, glorifying God in \yqr§hip and cel.et:!ratlon,
engaging in the larger ministries to the nation and the world. The initial product is in your
hands.

The participants devoted themselves whole-heartedly to their task. They sensed that they
were serving the Lord in this undertaking; serving the whole church and all the people. It
was hard work but joyful too. It was done in love and mutual regard for one another as \yell
as on behalf of all. The atmosphere was charged with hope, faith, worship, and celebration.
The aim was not just to produce a report but a plan of action which could be implemented.
As we all work together it can be. We believe this is what God intends. It is also what we
intend.

Our thanks are due to the Rev. John Epps of Chicago who helped us in method; to
Nathaniel Miller and the conference staff; to Felton May and his colleagues; to Low;m
Pitts; to Wesley College; to every participant. Above all we thank God for this opportunity

to serve and honor Him.
